* Candidates must provide evidence of financial need (tax returns).

* 2 letters of recommendation. Please ask your Parish priest or Church Lay Leader and your
teacher/professor/principal to write a letter of recommendation for you. Make sure that they
include their full name, address and telephone number where they can be reached.

* C(Candidates must submit a completed application to the Scholarship Committee.
Applications must be filled out in their entirety and include all the required documentation
as highlighted on the Checklist. The committee will not consider incomplete
applications.
